Working with Chris  
Wikloff who holds a degree in Chemical Engineering and who produces and protects patents,  
the ink dryer additive SpeedyDry was developed. Used in the sheetfed offset printing process  
and with any substrate, it drastically reduces ink drying time, as well as increasing ink adhesion 
and rub resistance. This results in a major reduction in turnaround time and enables printers to better 
meet customer demands. It also eliminates the need for most specialty inks (i.e.- for  
printing on plastics), and for the slip sheeting and aqueous coating currently done in many  
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printing companies in order to move the job more quickly into binding and finishing. All this lowers 
production costs.
